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Abstract

This study is the evaluation of the book “Tou Khong Nu" a tuok for parents and
teachers to teach children to learn how to protect themselves and avoid sexual abuse.
This -tudy used self-administered questionnaires and questionnaire for interview included
focus group discussion for collecting data of children age 2 — 14 years old as well as 21

adults ware interviewed who are parents and teachers.

The results found that 88 % of children appreciate the book; it is attractive and
knowladgeable for them. The issues that they learned most are. the danger of strangers,
nght on their body, not to fear saying "no" to protect themselves. Young children at
Kindargarten level or younger could not understand the content and purpose of the book.
Children such as grade 3 and older could understand the book and explain the purpose of

the book.  Adults over 90 % agree that this book is excellent and should be strongly

promoted.
