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Abstract

The main purpose of this study is to describe both the explicit and tacit cultural knowledge and
the inter relationship between the two sides of knowledge concerning the process of wood-carving
handicraft being done at Baan ThaWai, Chieng Mai Province. There are approximately 140
households of local people involving in the study.

This study also examines the role of local teachers as internal change agents in diffusing the
concept of sustainable development through a school local curriculum to local people. Field Method
including participation observation, direct observation, observation of physical environment,
topographical and land mapping, sociometric technique, still photography and audio recording,
interviewing, data coding and recording is used as vehical to gather data.

Findings show that there are three major occupations related to the wood-carving handicraft :
the wood carving occupation, the wood-carved finishing occupation, and wood-carving business. In
order to get information from the local people teachers as the internal changes agents must work
closely with the researcher, the external change: agent so that to support inputs from each other. The
communication between the local people and the teachers at the homophele degree is required. Both
informal and formal opinion leaders in the community must be clearly identified so that to gain friendly
