and the Use of Foreign Languages in the Northern Part of Thailand:

Information from the Administrators of the Universities

Abstract

This research aims to explore the present state of the management of
foreign language studies in the universities of northern Thailand by studying
the information provided by the administrators of various universities in this
region. It covers the investigation of the foreign language studies management
in the universities, their policies, and the problems encountered as well as
proposed solutions.

It is shown that the administrators play an important role in determining
the direction and the Quality of foreign language studies in the universities.
Their policies concerning the exploration of market and student demands
affect the priority that the universities give to certain languages. Such policies
also lead to the creation of new programs of foreign languages which become
more and more important nowadays in the region.

Besides, it is evident that the efficiency of the foreign language studies
depends on the financial support policy which reaches the real demand of the
departments organizing foreign language programs.

The arising problems in the management of these programs are mostly
the same in different institutes. The university administrators seem to realize
these problems and propose some ideas or soluticns which should be useful

for the improvement of their foreign language studies policies.
