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A Study of the Order of Importance of Problems and People’ Needs for
Research into and Development of the Pak Panang Basin Region :

Shrimp Farming Group
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Shrimp farming have bsgn expanded widely in Pak Panang bay, Nakhon Si
Thammarat province since 1980 from coastal area and distributed to inland. As shrimp
production has been more intensive, the incidence of desease has also increased

including various proklems about the ma?égement. This has resulted in significant

- economic losses.

In order to find the fundamental problems of shrimp farm, group meetings
between shrimp farmers in Pak Panang bay led by Walailak University have been
arranged for three times. The results of those meeting showed that low selling price was
the most burdens of the farmer. Which is following by low guality of post larva and
shrimp feed, poor operation, improper treatment of influent and effluent from shrimp and
lack of coordination between the farmers themselves. In order to find the solution; the
farmer suggested that the government should guarantee the shrimp's price, control the
quality of the larva shrimp and shrimp feed. Finally, the government agency should set

up the center for distribution of knowledge.
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
