Objective
1) To study the causes of the flood and the draught as well as the impacts on
Pawn community
2) To study the flood and the draught problem solutions and suggestions in local
community aspect, basin aspect and government policy aspect including the
study of alternatives for agriculture to eliminate the poverty in Pawn basin area

by the community participation

According to the study, Pawn River is the main river for 120 communities on the
banks in Maung district, Yangtalad district, Kammalasai district and Rongkam district
since 2000. During raining season, the severe flood comes every year starting from
the early raining season to the late of winter. However, the water is inadequate
during summer. People can not practice agriculture in Pha Boong Pha Time area.
People absolutely waste their income, harvest land and the natural food resource.
The agricultural land is ruined by the flood for six years.

From the study, the impacts of the flood and the draught are considered into 3
aspects including economic, social and environment. For the economic aspect, the
farmers lost their income and harvest land. The food is not available around Pha
Boong Pha time area as used to. Therefore, farmers have to pay more for food in
daily life. For social aspect, poverty problem caused by losing farm land make
labors move to somewhere else. This affects family institute. The community is
unstable because of the high demand of fresh water and the unfair dismissal pay for
the flood. For environment aspect, Pha Boong Pha time where the farmer can

practice agriculture for all the year round is destroyed.

This study is focus on
1) Pawn ecosystem, Pha Boong Pha Time geography, wild life in Pha
Boong Pha Time and the Pawn River resource value.

2) Community history.



3) How Pha Boong Pha Time changes impact on the community life
style after building Nam Pawn dam, problem of building Lum Pawn dam.

6) The wisdom found in Pawn basin area

The results of the study indicate that the 6 years recurring flood destroy 11201.75

rais. The major factor is that the canal is obstructed by roads. Roads In Pawn basin

area such as Tambon Naimaung , Tambon Lhumb and Maung district to Yangtalad

district road. Road outside Pawn basin area such as Kalasin to Mahasarakam, Kalasin

to Roiad and Kamalasai to Yangtals district. Furthermore, bridge and retaining wall
reduce canal width as well. In addition, ineffective local government water management

is one of the recurring flood factors.

Impacts of recurring flood age
1.  Pha Time which is a public place is destroyed. Pha Time area is converted to
agricultural rice field for personal benefits but the outcome is not satisfied to the
farmers so they change to plant eucalyptus in stead.
2. Poverty problem occurs from recurring flood. Farmers can not harvest as much
as they should and this situation happened over and over. They don’t have
other way to gain income. Furthermore, water is not enough for rice farm in

summer.

Resolving suggestions
1) Flood

They should convince the water flow in the follwing route.
® Kamalasai district to Tambon Huaybho Maung district, Kalasin.
® Tambon Dongling to Tambon Phonngarm Kamalasai district.
® Kamalasai district to Longkam district, Kalasin.
® Forbid floating basket fishery along Pawn River.
® (Convince the water flow and build check dam or Roiad dam in
Bhangboong dam area.
® Government organization should support community in every level of

water management.



® (Government organization must pay damages instantly after losing
harvest land and if the government can not response in time, they

should give and advance fund as well.

2) Career

® FEncourage fund for career development.

® Promote cow domestication.

® Promote duck domestication.
® Promote King’s agricultural policy.
3) Welfare

® Establish rice and crop seed foundation.

® Give a living fund for completely lost farm.

Water irrigation

Irrigation department should launch water with efficiency and give a
support to set up water user foundation for resolving water problem of flood
area farmers. They should obtain water immediately after the flood to harvest
from November to July. During this period farmer can harvest rice 2 times. This

is a compensated income.

Resource management in Pha Boong Pha Time area

Government organizations and sub district administrative organization
must protect the resource such as canal, pond and lake by announcing to
public property. By the way, a plan or project in Pawn River should have

community agreement.
