This research project analyzes the history of Pak Phanang and provides the indicators for managing
Pak Phanang river basin project. The selected areas for this research are consisting of six Tambon: Bangjak,
Kiongnoi, klongkrabo, Pak Phanang Fany Tawan Ok, Pak Phanang Fang Tawan Tok and Talumphuk cape in
Amphoe Pak Phanang, Changwat Nakhon Si Thammarat. The community is divided economically and
geographically into 3 area 1.) Port of economy area consisting of Pak Phanang Fang Tawan Ok and Pak
Phanang Fang Tawan Tok 2.) Bay area consisting of Phanang Fang Tawan Tok and Bangkrabo 3.) Fishing
region consisting of Talumphuk cape until and Pak Phanang bay area. This research is aims at investigate
the social and economic history in the selected area in 100 years. The study divided history into four eras: the
first is the prosperity of rice “era starting in the reign of King Rama 5 until 1942". The second is call “the era
of poverty and natural disaster”. The third era is “Agriculltural development based on the acceleration of the
public”. Last, the era of Pak Phanang River basin projects has emerged in the year 1998 until present.

The study reviews that Pak Phanang’ people in the first era live with the plentiful of natural resources
and strong connection with foreign countries. In the second era, the government had intervene Pak Phanang
market system by regulating rices trading zone and having rices monopoly besides, the government started to
develop infrastructure in Pak Phanang area. In the third era, the government continued infrastructure
development projects and promoted TOP-DOWN agricultural cultivation. In the fourth era, emerged problems
due to governmental policy particularly rices trading monopoly policy and impacts from Uthokawiphatprasit
Watergate.

The socio-economic changing from four major factor: (1) government policies particularly rices trading

monopoly policy (2) Infrastructure developed projects with improve overall economy of Changwat Nakhon

Si Thammarat rather Pak‘Phanang which is mainly travel by water transportation. (3) Education which is as
not appropriate to the local needs. (4) Changing from trading system to capital market system. Base on
theses factor the residents have encountered four major difficulties 1) Change in natural and environmental
resources 2) Lost of local of occupation in Pak Phanang area. 4) Life changing due to increasing consumption
and debt.

By historical analysis, the economic indicators use for the Pak Phanang river basin development can

be measured by (1) Production aspect consisting of 1.1) type of production 1.2) land utilization 1.3) capital
