Abstract

The objectives of medical ethic were to explore the framework of medical
ethics, to collect opinions from the stakeholders from case studies, and to summarize
the guideline of medical ethics. The combination of quantitative and qualitative
methodologies was applied in the research. The in-depth interviews were conducted
with 11 medical speciaists as well as 80 stakeholders including practitioners, doctors
in medical professional association, judges, prosecutors, lawyers, polices, monitoring
organization representatives, and patients. The questionnaire survey was conducted
with total 508 stakeholders.

The ethical issues that the respondents concern about included influence of
drug an hospital business, relationship between doctor and patient, good intention, risk
avoidance, treatment selection, norm of practice, professionalization, human heart,
complexity of bribe, patient's rights, and Prince Mahidol’s speech. Most of
respondents could accept the medical ethics in term of prescribing domestic chemical
drug, followed by receiving premium gift (valued less than 3,000 Tha Baht),
receiving research fund from drug company, prescribing medicine via telephone (for
trivial symptom), receiving seminar fund from drug company, curing al symptoms by
a medical specialist, and making decision to the terminaly ill patient that against the
opinion of patient’s relatives. The unacceptable issues included avoiding patient’s
rights, followed by obtaining personal benefit from equipment order, giving specia
treatments by general practitioner, avoiding to suggest important notices to the
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patients, and obtaining commissions from equipment ordering on behalf of
organization. According to respondents’ attitude, the doctors in government hospital
have the highest ethic, followed by doctors in the private hospital and doctors in
clinic. The overall medical ethic isinacceptable level; however it should be considered
case by case. For the suggestions to develop medical ethic, the medical teachers
should show the good performance to the students. The medical students should go to
the rural areafor internship. Ethical case studies must be discussed in the class and the
medical students should attend the religious activities.

The research findings from this study must be widely published to the
society to increase the understanding of medical ethics. The medical ethics plan must
be conducted in the national level. The professional ethics conference should be
arranged to push ethical issues into practice. It is also important to provide ethical

education from primary school to the graduate level.
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
