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Abstract

The study on assessing and improving rules and regulation for tourism
enforcement at Khaoyai National Park the objective to assess the status of law
enforcement measures and regulations on the management of tourism in the area and to
study and propose ways to improve the rules and regulations involved to the control of
sustainable tourism and enforce the right. The sub-project is research plan, a study on
improvement and enforcement of rules regulation and special measure to support for
sustainable tourism in Khaoyai National Park.

The study evaluated the status of enforcement of regulations including, the
National Parks Act B.E. 2504 (1961) and Regulations of the third edition including,
regulations permitting the operation of tourism and living in National Park, regulations
governing the performance of the officials in the National Park and regulations on the
National Park. The study also Tourism Business and Guide Act 2551 and associated
regulations. Only used to tourism control and assess the severity of tourism activities. Find
ways to improve and enforce the rules more effective should : 1. push for a policy of
tourism recreation in the National Park, 2. take action with regulations permitting the
operation of tourism and living in National Park and regulations on the National Park with
development and operations manual and orders and notices additional measures are
required only to control tourism in Khaoyai National Park, 3. focus on prevention and
awareness using the application of interpretation program for controlling travel to
cooperate rather than law enforcement alone, 4. Take the Tourism Business and Guide
Act B.E. 2551 (2008) to help in the protection of tourism resources and more, 5.
networking, participation in the social sector agencies and organizations to help in the
control of the sustainable tourism, 6. Enhance capacity and efficiency of the officer in take
care of tourism as well as development of knowledge using modern technologies, the
morale good and welfare, 7. strengthen ethical tourism that respects the law, compliance

with the willingness and understanding.

The results of this study can be used to improve the regulatory measures
for the enforcement of the Khaoyai National Park tour guide and enforcement needs to fix
the problem properly effective. It can also be extended to apply to the natural
attractions in the area as well. Overall authority can be adopted to improve the rules in

order to control tourism management to be effective as well.
