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Abstract

The study of International Exhibition Capability in Thailand was the part of the study of
Thailand MICE capability. The aims of this study were 1) exploring the both of economic and
social impact of International Exhibition, 2) analyzing the value chain of International Exhibition,
3) studying International Exhibition Capability 4) analyzing trend and outlook of the exhibition

industry in Thailand, 5) presenting the improvement of the exhibition industry in Thailand.

This study was used both qualitative and quantitative research method. The qualitative
was used to collect data such as strengths, weaknesses, opportunities and threats of the
exhibition industry in Thailand. And laws, regulations and policies including the impact of social
and economic were also collected. Whereas, the quantitative method was employed to collect
information about the potential of exhibition industry in Thailand such as venue, location,
facilities and services. 400 questionnaires were employed to collect the data. In addition, the

impact of social and economic was also collected.

The study revealed that the most influential factors towards the exhibition industry in
Thailand were 1). lacking of both high skill labour and management level, 2). Out-dated laws
and regulation, even Admission-Temporaire-Temporary Admission was currently impelled, 3)
the problem of collaboration between the government agency and the private business, finally,

lacking of one stop service providing to exhibition business.

The contributions of exhibition industry were both directly impact to economic
development and social improvement. Exhibitions were made a significant contribution to
many business sectors around the world. The direct impact was the value-added contribution
to the Gross Domestic Product and employment within the sector itself including organiser
staff, venues staff and so on. The more global a business sector the more important the role of
trade showed in introducing vendors to buyers and ensuring that industry players maintain
contact with industry developments. Exhibitions also made a valuable contribution to the
economy by providing employment in events organising companies, venues, hotels,

stand/booth design and build and so on.
