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ABSTRACT

The objectives of this research were to examine the current conditions of cultural,
sports, and recreation tourism products and services which can attract and connect
the tourism of groups in Buriram province, Surin province, and Sisaket province, to
evaluate the potentials of the products and services, and to develop the policy
related suggestions for the products and services’ connection development among
the tourism enterprise network groups in Buriram province, Surin province, and
Sisaket province. The methodology of this research can be divided into 3 phases: (1)
the study of current conditions of cultural, sports, and recreation tourism products
and services which can attract and connect the tourism of groups in Buriram
province, Surin province, and Sisaket province was conducted. The questionnaires
were used with the sample group of 90 samples who expected and/or would like to
join the tourism enterprise groups. The sample group was selected by using a
purposive sampling method. After that, the potentials of the tourism products and
services were evaluated via focus group discussions. The total of 30 participants in
the focus group discussions were selected from chairman of tourism association,
representatives of the board of committees and members of tourism association from
each province: 10 participants per province by employing a purposive sampling method. These
representatives had the roles and responsibilities in tourism association in their province.
(2) The development of policy related suggestions for the products and services’
connection development among the tourism enterprise network groups in Buriram
province, Surin province, and Sisaket province was done through the participatory
planning workshops with the sample group of 150 samples who expected and/or
would like to join the tourism enterprise groups. (3) The examining the policy related
suggestions for the products and services’ connection development among the tourism
enterprise network groups was conducted by trying out the pilot project with the sample
group of 10 participants who were ready and/or would like to join the project trip,
and the panel discussion of the 4 experts from experts and specialists and 80
participants from tourism entrepreneurs in the 3 provinces area who would like to

join the tourism enterprise groups in Buriram province, Surin province, and Sisaket province.



The results from the study indicated that first and foremost, I-Mobile Stadium/Chang
International Circuit in Buriram province, Chong Chom border market in Surin province, and
Chong Sa-Ngam border market in Sisaket province possessed the potentials that can
attract and connect the tourism among the groups in Buriram province, Surin
province, and Sisaket province. Furthermore, from the potentials evaluation, it was
found that cultural, sports, and recreation tourism products and services which can
attract and connect the tourism of groups in Buriram province, Surin province, and
Sisaket province can connect the three provinces in terms of time in organizing
activities and distances between tourist attractions. Moreover, Cambodia can be
connected as well. The quality of accommodations, foods, souvenir shops as well as
public relations and channels for communicating tourism information should be
focused. The policy related suggestions in the development of the connection of
cultural, sports, and recreation tourism products and services in Buriram province,
Surin province, and Sisaket province can be divided into 3 main suggestions: (1)
connecting the tourism routes of special interest tourism groups, (2) connecting
cultural, sports, and recreation tourism programs, and (3) establishing tourism service

standards of cultural, sports, and recreation tourism enterprise network groups.
