Abstract

The objectives of this study are to review laws and regulation
related to diving business, to investigate pattern use in coral reef
by diving business, to investigate current situation of diving
business as well as demand and supply and to suggest how to
improve potential of diving business toward sustainable tourism.
Data were obtained by questionnaire, structured interview and

focus group interview.

The result revealed that there was a number of
laws and regulations involving in diving business as well as the
barrier that prevent small diving operators to register as tourism
operator. Diving operators commonly offer SCUBA classes, diving
trips and diving equipment which 47% offer full service including
diving boat for their customer and for other operators (53%) who
have no boat for their own customers. There were differences in
resource use among study sites. The use of coral reef in Koh Tao;
Suratthani province, was dominate by SCUBA classes, Pattaya;

Chonburi province, was dominated by recreational diving and Koh



Raja; Phuket province, was dominated by Discovery SCUBA

Diver.

Majority of diver is foreigner (65%) which most of them
come from European countries. Seventy percent of diver come to
study site for the first time and they bought diving trip online as
well as direct contact to dive instructor or dive master. Diving
operators are both Thai and foreigner which 84% are legally
registered and 47% offer full services. Overall expectation of diver
is greater than experience they had base on market mix factors.
Divers have high experience in staffs whereas, medium

experience in promotion.

The common problems and threats of diving business
are as follows, no organization that can facilitate diving operators
in setup and running business, the “price war” that generated from
unregistered-operators who have low investment, diving business
was monopolized by foreigner who nominate Thai as faked-
operators and a competition of illegal dive leader on Thai dive

leader. Therefore, to improve potential of diving business in



Thailand we suggest that 1) review of current law to provide
channel for small entrepreneurs. 2. Increase law enforcement and
strengthen the network by enhance local organization
participation. 3) Promote Thai dive leader as local dive leader and
provide capacity development on language skill. 4) Consider
zoning for each diving site per activity context. 5) Dive operator
must provide international standard service and highly safety
concern. 6) Diving operators should consider an online service

and provide a various high-secured payment methods.
