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Abstract

The objectives of this research were (1) to development of Learning Lesson for Study
of Sufficiency Economy (2) to compare knowledge practice and attitude of student pre-test and
post-test after learning by the Learning Lesson for Study of Sufficiency Economy. The samples
were 46 in Prathomsuksa 1 students, 52 in Prathomsuksa 2 students and 71 in Prathomsuksa 3
students from Sahakornnikomkasikam Tungsong school in cademic year 2009. The sample
selected by purposive sampling. Research instrument used in this study were the tests, the practice
assessments form and the attitude questionnaires. The qualitative data was analyzed by content
analysis. The quanlitative data were analyzed by percentages, arithmetic mean, standard deviations
and t— test.

Research findings were as follows :

1. The Learning Lesson for Study of Sufficiency Economy for Prathomsuksa 1 —3
student taught for 20 hour. The Lesson made from Social Religious and Cultural core subject area,
integrate with 8 subject areas and principle of the Sufficiency Economy. Several learning styles
such as in normal classroom, activity practice, from learning resources, link real situation to daily
life. Support learning with activity or project of school such as the scholarship from garbage
recycle project, the development morality project, saving activity, virtue note. The IOC of
curriculum were over criteria and best appropriate.

2. The result of curriculum : The knowledge and practices in Prathomsuksa 1 — 3
students of the post-test after used curriculum were higher than that of the pre-test before learning
significantly at .01 level. The attitude in Prathomsuksa 2 — 3 students of the post-test after used
curriculum were higher than that of the pre-test before learning significantly at .05 level but in

Prathomsuksa 1 students no significantly differences. The parent’s satisfaction were best.
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
