This study continues é;(ploring the state of the arts .about the border issues between
Thailand and the four neighbofing countries (Lao People’s Democratic Republic, Cambodia,
Malaysia, and Myanmar) until 2006. It finds that there have been minor changes among the
knowledge of border issues since 1995. The important point is that most of the proposed studies
still focus on the socio-cconomi{: context in each area, However, some new issues have been
studied such as sufficiency economy, transportation development and cross-border cooperation,

cultural aspects and development, role of local leaders, and peace perspective for conflict

resolution.
