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ABSTRACT

Status and Career Development of Gem-cutters : Construction of

a Training Package on Gem cutting

This study was intended to produce a training package in
systematic gem cutting and also to find out the efficiency of
the training package. It would help to decrease roles and duties
of the teachers concerned. The sample of this study comprised of 285
lower - secondary students of the non - formal education system. The
accidental sampling technique was employed. The test-retest
procedure was conducted. The sample were requested to do the test
before and after training having used the training package. The data
were analysed to compare the two sets of scores: before and after.
The t-test technique was employed to find out the difference.

It was found that the scores obtained after training were
higher than those obtained before the training. The difference
between the two sets of scores was found to be statistically

significant at a level of 0.01.
