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Abstract

The purposes of this research are to create the alliance union between the groups of
people and organization in Trat and to support the potential development of man and organization in
the aspect of poverty problems. This is a qualitative methodology by the process of Participation
Action Research (PAR). The process of research methods include (1) examine the situation and the
people role for implementing Sadchasasomsab, Trat (2) look for the information of the poverty
registration (3) create the understanding among the group leaders (4) make the frame of directions
and (5) build the relationship among the groups of Sadchasasomsab.
