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Abstract

Title Using theVideo in Intensive Teaching for the Improvement of Listening and

Speaking Skills of Secondary Students in Kanarasdornbumroong 2 School

The purpose of this study was to study the effects of using the video method in
intensive teaching for the improvement of listening and speaking skills. By purposive
sampling, the samples were 10 students of Matayomsuksa 2 in Kanarasdornbumroong
2 school. The instruments were 10 videos of short stories and 26 situations, a set of
English listening-speaking ability test and 2 self- evaluation questionnaires.  The
duration of the experiment was 70 hours. Research procedures consisted of selecting
situations used in everyday life, designing lesson plans, and evaluating. The
evaluations were focused on the conversations and the role- plays according to the
videos. The assessments were conducted before and after the experiment by using the
ability test and questionnaires. The data were analyzed by using Mean, percentage,
Standard Deviation and t-test. Moreover, the students, parents, and teachers concerned
with the research were interviewed .The information was analyzed by analytical
triangulation.

The findings of this study were as follows:

The samples who were taught by using the video method had their English
listening-speaking ability at the 86.33 of percentage. The post test scores were higher
and the mean difference between before teaching and after teaching was at the 51.00 of

percent and was significant the .001 . The Mean of 2 sets of self- evaluation



questionnaires about the listening and speaking skills and attitude and confidence

toward English were higher at the 30.60 and 28.80 percent respectively.
