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Abstract

The purposes of this study were to improve the ability of teachers of English in
teaching listening and speaking skills, to encourage them to produce and use
educational materials appropriately with self-confidence, and to create positive attitude
among teachers and students toward learning and teaching English. The purposive
samplings experimented in this study comprised 6 teachers of English primary level in
Banrai Pittayakhom Educational Service Area, and 146 Mattayom 1 students in Banrai
Pittayakhom School.

The findings of this study may assume that the teachers of English primary level
can significantly be improved and developed how to teach English listening and
speaking skills by practicing in small groups and doing workshops. The target activities
also created sharing behaviour among teachers either their experiences and teaching
materials. The efficiency of students’ result of testing after they attended classes with

those teachers showed their improvement considerably.
