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Title The Development of an Intensive English Course to
Enhance the Listening-Speaking Ability and to
Improve the Attitude towards English language
Learning for Upper Secondary School Students

Abstract

The purpose of this One Group Pretest Posttest Experiment was to compare
students’ listening-speaking skills before and after being taught by an Intensive
Listening-Speaking English course for the Upper Secondary School students and to
improve their attitude towards English learning in the Upper Secondary School level.
Moreover, this study also aimed to study students’ reactions as well as their reactions
to the course. The target group consisted of 25 Mathayom 5 students from Hang Dong
Rat-Raatuppatham School, Chiang Mai Province. The research instruments consisted
of 3 lesson plans. The length of the experiment was 80 hours. The students were taught
for 5 hours a day for 16 days. The data were obtained by using the Pre-Post listening-
speaking test, the Pre-Post attitude questionnaire, an observation form, and a
questionnaire on students’ opinions towards the course. The data obtained were
analyzed by using the SPSS Windows for Mean scores, Standard deviation, and
nonparametric test. The findings revealed that students had higher listening-speaking
skills. The attitude of the students towards English language learning was also

improved at .05 level of significance.
