The purpose of this research is to develop the reading skills in Thai
Language for students from Prathom - at Bankuansamed School,

Sadao District, Songkhla province, Songkhla Education Area Office on.

The sample included e<&& students who had been studying in second
semester of academic year lwooe). The research tools were a set of the
reading skills test, reading behavior observation forms, peer-assist
activities, children books, spelling word worksheets and a set of

performance on reading test.

The result of reading skills tests revealed that students faced difficulties
with pronouncing some alphabets as well as vowels in Thai language.
Thus they couldn’t read or spell some difficult words consisted of those
alphabets and vowels. The reading speed of every student significantly
improved.
