The Youth Research Project on Local History in the Northeast of Thailand, group 2
(Roi Et, Sakon Nakhon, Khon Kaen, Nhongbua Lampoo, Loei, and Nakhon Ratchasima), is a
project in the series of the youth research projects for local history. It was focused on the
study of local history and based on the idea that "local history is the study of change in the
mass experience of local people, by local people, and for local people". It was intended for
local people to search for their potential knowledge or wisdom and raise awareness of the
value and importance of local community by studying their local history to encourage the
"youth" which is significant of the future to love and pride in their local. "Teacher" has led to
the development of learning process, and "local leaders or local folklore" has led the
knowledge base and the idea to encourage the benefits of local activities in terms of both
value and worthiness. The objective of the project is to create awareness and interest of the
students and teachers from the studying of local history, developed as published media,
synthesis of knowledge from the study of local history, and study the conditions and
guidelines to drive local development by using the foundation from the studying of local
history.

The implementation in the youth research project on local history has focused on
the importance of "participation process" between the team's young researchers (students
and teachers), working group, personnel and educational agencies, the local folklore, and
the local leadership, are essential to the success on the youth research process for local
history. The design process involved from the creation of a common understanding of the
concepts and approaches to the local history, promoting of the participation in educational
activities driven for studying of local history, learning together in local history exhibition on

youth researcher of local history for Northeast Group 2, media production to promote the
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study of local history, synthesis of knowledge from the study of local history, and extend
learning.

Results from the project has contributed to the study of local history from the youth
research teams of 118 schools, 128 projects have the media to publicize on the study of
local history of 26 published works and 16 works to synthesize on intellectual knowledge of
local history study.

Meanwhile, the results of the project has caused the changes made to both the
teaching and learning process, the development of historical knowledge, and the
development of the local community with foundation on the strength of human resources
with knowledge, understanding, and awareness of the value of local value, with skills
on research in a systematic way. They have skills to work and create a good relationship
between themselves and the people around them, as well as having a profound effect on
the cognitive changes that occur locally and the public mind filled with the power to create
which is good and beneficial to the local authorities.

In conclusion, the results of operations to drive local development by the
foundation of the process, it has to focus on “participation process” between the young
scholars, staff, personnel, and educational agencies, local history, local folklore, local leader,
and local residents. This is to let all parties to “realize the benefits and value" of the
process of upcoming young local history research and to serves as a mechanism to drive the
young local history research roles accordingly and continuously.

"Learning process" is an important tool in operation to all relevant parties to have
a chance to think, design of functional work, and further extend the benefit for all parties,
such as those with the policy and supporting education (national level, local level, school
level ), can be used to reform education. The youth team researcher can be used to
develop of learning potential and learning management. Scholars can be applied to the
lessons learned in the development of knowledge of history. The local folklore and local

residents can be applied as the cost of local development.
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
