So that this project
had provided them the development assistance by arranging experts to educate the group
members about marketing, management and product design, consequently, these groups
became able to formulate product plans to assure standard quality output, and got a new
design for container in the form appropriate as souvenir, and sent product to make market
testing at the central chiangmai airport plaza. And collect the consumer’s data for analysis.
This research can refer for such attempt by acting as a demonstration and product
development research agent as well as arranging training and demonstration activities for

other interested groups.

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The Utilization of Waste Water from Thai Noodle in Tomboy Keeleg, Chiang

Mai Province by Bioprocess and Bio Park
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Abstract

The study of waste water treatment and utilization from Thai noodle production in
Tumbol Keeleg sub district by bioprocess method and Bio-Park from December 2009 to April
2010. The study focused on the appropriate dilution of waste water for algal culture including,
Spilulina sp., Chlorella sp., Botryococcus sp. and Nostochopsis sp. The results shown that
Spilulina sp. and Chlorella sp. were highest growth in dilution rate 3:7 and 2:8 respectively.
The remaining species of algae growth were not significant. In addition, both of experiment
(Spilulina sp. and Chlorella sp.) was lead to reduce of wasted water especially BOD,
Nutrients, Nitrate-Nitrogen and Ammonia-Nitrogen. Therefore, those organisms can be used
in water treatment in The Thai noodle production however; the appropriate of organism and

goals for these applications should be concerned.

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Self - Efficacy development in exercise and healthy food consumption

of menopausal women in Keileak Subdistrict Maerim District

Chiang Mai Province
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Abstract
This research utilized the research development approach to study the effects of a

constructed health education program developed from the application of Self-efficacy Theory to the
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exercise program and consuming food for health in 16 menopausal women in Aumpour Marim
Chiang Mai province. Data was collected by questionnaire and physiology test of the group at the
beginning and end of the program. The duration of the study lasted 12 weeks from January 6th, 2010
to April Gth, 2010. The data were then evaluated and analyzed through the statistical methods
including frequency distribution, percentage, mean and standard deviation and paired t-test.

The result from the study showed that :

1. At the end of the program, the level of knowledge concerning exercise, perceived self-
efficacy, outcome expectation, exercise behavior and food consume behavior of the sample
group had improved significantly. However, no significant changes could be detected in the level
of attitude conceming food Consume, perceived self-efficacy, outcome expectation on food
consume

2. At the end of the program, the level of body weight, body mass index and body
waist of the sample group had improved significantly. However, no significant changes could
be detected in the level of systolic blood pressure, diastolic blood pressure, pulse at rest,

flexibility, and hand muscle strength and lung capacity.

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Abstract

Women usually participate to support the activities of the community. Women have
more roles at present. They are multilaterally appointed to be leaders or to participate in
discussing important matters. Most women who are in Keelex sub district are farmers. When
they are not farming they will get wild things such as banana leaves, mushrooms and
bamboo shoots for their adjunct income. Establishment of Chiang Mai Rajabhat University
Campus Saluang - Keelex can affect people in the area who use wild resources. This is the
cause of conflict between the local people and Chiang Mai Rajabhat University.

Accordingly, the researchers study the causes of conflict and the participation of
local women in solving the wild resource conflict between local people and Chiang Mai
Rajabhat University. In this study researchers held a brainstorming session with community
leaders. Researchers interviewed local people about using wild resources and make
questionnaires for 8 communities in Keelex sub district.

The result shows us that local people independently use Keelex sub district’'s wild
resources. And then, Chiang Mai Rajabhat University Campus Saluang - Keelex was
established. This made local people uncomfortable to use their wild resources. Local women
have participated in trying to solve this problem. They have an important role to coordinate
between the community and Chiang Mai Rajabhat University. Also, they are leaders in
creating activities and finding other jobs besides collecting wild things. In some families,
women are leaders and advisors who find solutions for many conflicts. After we have finished,
the result can be used to apply to Saluang sub district or others that have this problem.
Furthermore, the research has trained new researchers such as teachers, students, local
people and local government officers also this is a multilateral project of Rajabhat Chiang Mai
University researchers, Keelex municipality and the Forest Department to solve this problem

and develop the region continually.

The objectives of the study about “Socialization through Buddhism of people in
Heauy Nam Rin Community, Keeleg Subdistrict, Maerim District, and Chiangmai Province”
were using Buddhism principles to develop social strength and to improve social problems
through the in-depth interview with the focusing group of the main participants who were
monks, local wise men, teachers, and community leaders.

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Abstract

The research entitled “Community Food stability in wiang nong Lom Watershed
Area: A Case Study of Ban Pa Suk Luang Moo 1 and Moo 2, Janjawa municipality, Mae Jan
District, Chiang Rai Province has 3 main purposes: to study the usage pattern of the
watershed area, to study the community food stability which correlates to the usage pattern of
the watershed area, and to study the management of watershed area and guidelines in the
management of watershed area with community participation. The data was collected using
the following tools: document studies, in-depth interviews of 14 key informants, focus group
interviews, and participatory observation. The data collected were then analyzed using
analytic induction method by interpreting from documents gathered and fieldnotes including
other relevant contextual information. The analysis was based on the related theories in
accordance to the purposes of the study.

The study revealed that Pa Sak Luang Village community made use of the
watershed area in terms of fishing and catching other aqua-animals and gathering plants for
consumption and for sale. The community also uses the watershed area as the main water
resources for household consumption and for agriculture. Moreover, the watershed area is
also used for raising animals. The food stability of Nong Khiew watershed area can be
summarized as follows:

1. In terms of food availability, it was found that the variety of plants and animals
species found in Nong Khiew watershed area are similar to what was found in the past
whereas the numbers found are a lot less than was found in the past. A few of the species
are extinct while some new species are also found. Non-native fish, which are fast growing
and can be sold at high prices, were mostly found released into the water resources.

2. In terms of food accessibility, it was found that most of the Pa Sak Luang

Villagers can still access the watershed area to pick vegetables and catch water animals in
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the Nong Kiew area for consumption with the help of traditional catching tools. However, with
the increase in population in the community, those fishing for a living from the catchment area
needed fishing tools that will allow them to increase the catch and as a result to increase
their income.

3.In terms of food utilization, the study found that the villagers benefited from the
aquatic animals and plants in Nong Khiew watershed area as their daily food consumption.
The remaining from the consumption is then sold in the market or else is preserved using
various methods.

The present situation of the Nong Khiew watershed area was found to be more
densely populated thus created an inadequate supply to the community in terms of food
supply with regards to animals and plants including an inadequate supply of water resources
for irrigation. The community lacks the efficacy in the management of the Nong Kiew
watershed area for example the inappropriateness of fishing methods reduces the fish
population; water weeds have shallowed the swap area. Moreover, the attempt to develop
the Nong Kiew area by deepening the swamp resulted in the reduction of many varieties of
edible plants whereas some species are reported as extinct.

The researcher suggests that Ban Pa Sak Luang community needs to cooperate in
the management of the Nong Khiew watershed area by forming a community organ. The
community organ then forms rules and devise sustainable plans for utilization, preservation,
and restoration of Nong Khiew watershed area. Short term and long term plans need to be
devised by the Janjawa municipality for the management of the natural resources within nong
Khiew watershed area. The plans should emphasize community participatory process.
Finally, the knowledge and information of Nong Khiew watershed area should be used and
incorporated into the local curriculum with the aim to educate the concept of local natural

resources to students and youngsters in the local area.

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Abstract

The research entitled “Knowledge Management of Local History and Archeological
in Wieng Nhong Lom Wetland, Mae Chan Chiang Rai Province by using Geographic
Information” was the integration of holistic local history and the information technology of
people’ s daily lives to manage the knowledge in Wieng Nhong Lom Wetland, Chan Jua Sub-
district Mnicipality, Mae Chan District, Chiang Rai Province.

The major objectives were (1) to study and collect local history of Wieng Nhong Lom
Wetland, Mae Chan Chiang Rai Province and (2) to manage the Local History and
Archeological in Wieng Nhong Lom Wetland, Mae Chan Chiang Rai Province by using
Geographic Information. The research was presented in a package of story under the topic of
Local History and Archeological for the Local Administrative Organization later.
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The study results were categorized into 3 groups:

1. The local history obtained from hearsay referred to the chronicle entitled “Yonok
Nakaphan Singh Hon Na Wat Na Korn” which was collapsed. The story of an eel and the
collapse of the city by the supernatural power of the Naga as appeared on the arts in the
temple area and environment surrounded.

2. The local history referred to nation-being at the city state level obtained from the
traces of runnel and ridge. Nowadays, the change of using Wieng Nhong Lom affected the
traces of the runnel and ridges were ploughed up and over or some of them were appeared
but it could not see clearly that they were the ancient traces of the runnels and ridges
because of they lacked of the appropriate management from the communities and local
administration organization.

3. The local history related with the people’s life styles since the former time until
nowadays was divided into 2 groups:

(1) The life styles of buffalo’s habitant, the herdsman had knowledge and local
wisdom in Wieng Nhong Lom Wetland, including buffaloes’ path for a living. Taking care of
buffaloes on different ages, the relationship of the herdsman with the wetland, for example,
catching shrimps or weaving. However, the buffalo’s habitant faced with problems more and
more. The problem was related with the expansion of growing industrial crops and affected
the food source of the buffaloes. This reduced the numbers of buffaloes at in Wieng Nhong
Lom Wetland to nearly a half and some cases, they stopped breeding eventually.

(2) The other local wisdom consisted of 9 inventors, 5 experts of herbs and
medicines, 2 experts of beliefs and religions and 1 expert of local plants.

It could be concluded that the local wisdoms were related with Wieng Nhong Lom
Wetland according to its diversity of animals and multi-cellular plants. Therefore, all the
intellectuals or experts advantaged from the above diversity.

In conclusion, the study and the collection of local history by using Geographic
Information to present in a package of the Local History and Archeological story in Wieng
Nhong Lom Wetland, Mae Chan Chiang Rai Province, the researchers could do the data
base in a form of local history as shown in the study results consisting of the number of
ancient places of runnels and ridges specified the location clearly, they were decreased
obviously. The important cause was the adaptation of the land usage method from traditional
agriculture to the industrial agriculture, including the depreciation of the ancient place, for
example, Wat San Phra Chao Temple. Nowadays, the temple was replaced by the people’s
houses. Similarly, the local history related with the life styles since the past to present; 3
buffaloes habitants; Ban Pa Sak Luang, Ban Huay Nam Lark, and Ton Yang, including 17
intellectuals, even though, they could be studied and collected data but the number of them
were also decreased because of the immediately approach of many aspects of development
which was considered to be the main problem.

The Study on the Application of Local Wisdom in the Makings of Traditional
Vegetable-oil Lantern of Pong Yang Kong Community is a qualitative research using mainly
the participatory action research approach. The aim is to gather and capture valuable
knowledge, wisdom and job creation for the people in the local community and to disseminate
knowledge related the makings of traditional vegetable-oil lantern to the public and the local
community so as to keep the knowledge with them for the future.

The findings revealed that the knowledge on the making of vegetable-oil lantern from
teak wood is unique to the community. This makes the product differ from those of other
communities. In the aspect of the manufacturing process, the lanterns are made from
indigenous raw materials easily found in the community such as vegetable oil. This reflects
not only the simple lifestyle in the community but also their concern for the environment. In
terms of the marketing of the product, while selling the products help create jobs and income,
the people can still maintain their normal community life in accordance with the Sufficient
Economy philosophy. In the aspect of community organization, the group did not just waiting
for assistances from the government, they indigenously initiate their occupational network
organization. They also vigorously disseminate and ensure the continuation of their
knowledge through various channels including web site to share their knowledge to broader
target groups.

This research is only a starting point to understand the local wisdom. There are
many more issues for future researches, especially, the application of the findings in class
and the participation of the community in curriculum development in local schools in order to
conserve and promote such knowledge and constructive relationship in the community and to

serve as learning and teaching model for other communities.

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Abstract

The objective of this research was to find the suitable way for waste management of
Nanglae village by the participation of community. The study of waste management within
household behavior found that the waste generation consisted of garbage, rubbish and
hazardous waste with 78%, 92% and 9%, respectively. There was 74% of household had no
waste separation before waste them at the waste collection point whereas 26% did. Some
households used separated organic waste to fed livestock whereas some separated waste to
be 3 types; garbage, rubbish and hazardous waste. There was 18% of household did both.
For the appropriated ways of waste disposal which were agreed by the community were

incineration and sanitary landfill with 69% and 55%, respectively. However there was 55% of
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household had agreed with waste separation system because of the lower investment cost
compared with waste incineration and sanitary landfill. Both techniques may be possible way

for waste disposal of municipal waste generated by Pongyangkok Municipal.

Abstract

The research was conducted to study the identity of teen jok fabric and develop the
designs of teen jok package according with local identity to promote the sale of Moo 1
Failuang career group, Lublae District, Uttaradit Province. To collect the data, the research
was conducted by using the structured interview for the identity, the questionnaires for the
need of the package and the satisfaction of the teen jok package. By interviewing the experts
it has been found that the teen jok fabric has a long record of history among the Thai-Puan
Group in Lublae District, Uttaradit Province. Jok fabric was originated from the weaving
method to create variety of patterns on the fabric, either cotton or silk, using porcupine quills
or fingers to lift the threads up and put colorful threads through them with the right timing
onto the patterns colorfully and beautifully, mostly found in red or black background. The
patterns of jok fabrics have been enriched with stories of the way of life, nature, and
environment; such as pad-kho pattern, hong (hansa) pattern, kho-ngai pattern, nak (naga)
pattern, and sai-yoi pattern, and these have become the identity of Lublae’s jok nowadays.
Moreover, there’s the attachment of the waist part of pha sin (the traditional northern Thai
sarong) which traditional folks in Lublae believe that only ghosts wear one-piece weaved pha
sin. Pha sin for living people must be two or four-piece weaved. The attachment of the waist
part pha sin must use red or white cloth only. Red is the auspicious color and white means
purity which, both, bring propitiousness and become the identity of jok fabric in Lublae.

The information received from the interview for the identity was processed and
turned into the questionnaire. After summarizing the questionnaires, the researchers have
come up with the idea of teen jok package designing. For the appearance, most of the
respondents require the box package with upper lid. The rectangular shape is needed most

for the package and the material needed for making the package is cloth. A bowed ribbon or
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beads and a tag with description of Lublae’s teen jok are required for the package decoration;
the colors of the package shall be derived from those of the fabric. The description tag shall
include photographs and give details of the history and the importance of teen jok fabric. The
package may have the fabric pattern with modern style for its design. The pad-kho pattern,
which is considered to be one important identity of Fai Luang jok fabric, was selected to be
used for the package pattern. The cost of the package should be around 20 — 40 baht/each.
In conclusion, this gives the researchers guidelines on teen jok package designing by local
identity according to the needs of the specific customer target, the Fai Luang career group.
After the model of the teen jok package had been completed, the satisfaction survey
was conducted among target consumers for size, shape, look, materials, utilization, and
identity of the model package. The satisfaction analysis resulted in excellent level (x=4.22).
The value of the product increased by the package can help promoting the sale and
expanding the market for the career groups not only to the community level but also to the
provincial level or even to the national level, which can help raising their income. Moreover,
these conserve and publicize the wisdom of Lublae’s jok weaving which shows the local

identity of Uttaradit Province.

Research of legend of Thai food recipes in Jomthong Community Amphoe Muang,
Phitsanulok province was done by the Participatory Action Research (PAR) of community.
This investigation aims to study the situation of the problem and amount of seller for Thai
indigenous foods as well as to promote these foods to be further developed as occupation at
floating market tourism. It was found that the people have been carried on Thai indigenous
foods for 200-300 years. In the past, the seller for Thai indigenous foods was the main
occupation. But nowadays, there are four groups (63 persons) for temporality and most of
them are the elder. Moreover, the young generation is not inherited from the ancestors.
Therefore, we collected recipes, processed trick, medical and nutritional values of Thai
indigenous foods including banana stalk curry (Kang Yuak Kluai), elephant ear curry (Kang
Bon), Thai copper pod curry (Kang Kee Lek), bamboo shoot curry (Kang Nor Mai), chili fish
paste (Jeaw Pla), and sweet blackened pudding (Kanom Piak Poon) in Jomthong Community.
It was found that the ingredients of chili paste for cooking all five curries are galangal, dried
chili, fingerroot, lemon grass, onion, and garlic which are herbs and spices. In addition, the
black color of sweet blackened pudding generate from sugar palm leaf charcoal instate of
coconut husk charcoal because of better flavor. Besides, the people in Jomthong Community
integrate the cultures of consuming and belief together with Thai indigenous foods. For
example, banana stalk curry prohibits serving in funeral as well as elephant ear curry
prohibits serving in wedding. Based on nutritive values analysis, all of five curries and sweet
blackened pudding are high nutritional values. The knowledge from this research is used for
data base of the legend of Thai food recipes in Jomthong Community and it is disseminated
as healthy food tourism in poster presentation. Furthermore, this research also presents to
the Women Organization of Thumbon Jomthong and then it is originated the project of Thai

indigenous foods and dessert occupation in the Women Organization plan in 2010.

Guidelines for the future
management should be health local policy. Should promote the local government with the
potential for impact; control, Monitor, encourage public participation in managing urgently and
seriously and should be integrated authorities to resolve in terms of area.

There are 52 families with 118 species of plants are discovered in this
forest, including trees, 67 species; shrubs, 17 species, climbers, 10 species and herbs, 23
species respectively. In addition, Small animals about 17 species are also found. For useful
purpose, the conservative group was established which has planning for conservation and
rehabilitation, the group has good participation, and consists of local people in Tambol
Sampraw, Community Sampraw school, Samprawwittaya School and Sampraw Subdistrict

Administrative Organization.

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A Biodiversity Study of Mushrooms in Koke Kum Poon Forest

and their sustainable utilization
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Abstract

The purposes of this research were to study the biodiversity of mushrooms at Pa
Koke Kum Poon by survey, sample’s gathering, collecting data and taxonomy survey of
mushrooms was carries out from June 2009 to May 2010. Folkways of villagers who lived
around Sam Prow community were collected by interviewing 50 people, 10 men and 40
women.

The results found 53 species of mushrooms, 14 families and 22 genera. Edible
mushrooms were 20 species and inedible mushrooms were 33 species. Mushrooms that
found in Pa Koke Kum Poon were Amanita pantherina var. pantherinodies, Amanita
hemibapha (Beek. Et Broome.Sace.subsp. Javanius Corner et Bas), Termitomyces sp.,
Auricularia sp. Boletus sp., Craterellus sp., Alpova trappei Fogel Trametes cingulata Berk,
Lactarius volemus (Fr.) Fr, Lactarius flavidulus Imai Russula albonigra, Russula sp, Russula
foetens. Fr. Russula sp., Russula Alboareolata Hongo, Lentinus sp. And Astraeus sp. Most
mushrooms were in Polyporaceae, 21 species. Russulaceae was 11 species. Boletaceae
and Schizophyllaceae were 2 species. Agaricaceae Auriculariaceae Astraeaceae
Cantharellaceae Corticiaceae Hydennaceae Melanogasstraceae Peniophoraceae and
Xylariaceae were one each specie. Edible mushrooms which found most were solid
mushroom, Russulaceae. Surrounding that found the mushrooms was Deciduous Dipterocarp
Forest that almost was young tree because it was the degenerate forest. Mushrooms that
were on surface solid, dry log, rotten log, and other plants were found. Species of plants, big
tree, bush and Ground Flora were Physical characteristics that found mushroom was on
Relative Humidity around 45 — 95% ,temperature 25 — 49 OC, 6.5- 8.0 pH and 400 — 51,000
lux. Villagers in Sam Prow community mostly took mushrooms at Pa Koke Kum Poon 6-10
times per year. Each times, they could pick around 11 kilos per year for their food and sale in
community fresh market. Amanita hemibapha (Beek. Et Broome.Sace.subsp. Javanius Corner
et Bas) and Termitomyces sp. were rarely found because of its good taste and smell. Each
year, villagers started to pick mushrooms June to August. The most one was July. Data from
mushrooms taxonomy survey and interviewers were presented by the researchers on small
group discussion to find the way for mushrooms conservation at Pa Koke Kum Poon. The
activities for mushrooms conservation were such as mushrooms conservation group and

mushrooms cultivation in local community.

The objectives of this study was to processing the Kram plant dyed Pha Mad Mhi
products of Ban Don-gland group Tambol Phand-ngu Amphur Nonghan Udonthani province.
The variety of these Kram plant dyed Pha Mad Mhi products based on not only the studies of
potentials of community context, material, equipment, labor, fund and local wisdoms, but also
an investigation of customer needs and satisfactions toward these products. The participatory
action research methodology has been utilized in all stages of the research.

The research was found that Ban Don-gland geography was flat. Also, the most
people occupied as farming. Minority were weavers and labor. The wisdom of cloth weaving
transferred from the older generation to the new generation for century. The rationales of
these were abandon natural environment for agriculture through all year and people earning
money in their villages. Each household got the equipments and tools as well as wisdom in
Kram plant dyed Pha Mad Mhi products.

Nowadays, changing the community leaders led to loosing network in the group.
Specifically, members were not trust on an existing leader. They separated in terms of
purchasing raw material, production, and selling activities. However, after performances of
focus grouping, training for designing, cutting and sewing cloths resulted to the unity and
more trust among members. Moreover, given NaKha trainers, these members were employed

to cutting and sewing the cloths in the Nakha market.

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Abstract
Water shortage could lead to conflicts when the natural water resources are in
questions to distribute water to other communities as well. As in a district of Nong Han, Udon
Thani Province, Thailand, the proper study was requested in order to determine the possibility
and effective way of water management.
This research and development project aimed to study water management for

consumption of NongPaco-NongYaRangka-water resources in Tambol Phung-ngu, Amphur
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Nong Han, and Udon Thani Province. The purposes of this study were to investigate quantity
of water used for consumption within the community; to study water quantity in NongPaco
and NongYaRangka; and to find the power saving method to convey water. Participatory
Action Research (PAR) method was conducted by including representatives from the
communities, local resource people, Phung-ngu Sub-district Administrative Organization, and
Udon Thani Provincial Meteorological Office. Related literatures and case studies were also
reviewed. Equipment for water convey was invented and experimented.

The results of the study were as followed:

1) The average quantity of water in NongPaco consumed by the communities (Don
Klang, Tan Diaw, and Yang Kham) was 106.32 liters/person/day while the average
quantity of water in NongYaRangKa was 107.01 liters/person/day. The water
consumption as stated was for washing, cleaning and gardening purposes,

2) The capacity of NongYaRangKa was 40, 500 m’ with no catchment are capacity of
while the capacity of NongPaco was 285,600 with 1.5 km2 catchment area. The
quantity of natural rain water and stream flow in NongPaco area was higher than its
capacity and could be sufficiently distributed to NongYaRangKa.

3) The power saving method to convey water could be done by using hydraulic ram

pump together with vacuum siphon.
