A Study of Legends and Narratives of Tourism Source on Historical and Temple
for Supporting Tourism Business in  Khamphaeng Phet Province was aimed to 1) study
and collect the data involving legends and narratives of Khamphaeng Phet tourism
source on historical and temple. 2) create and connect the routes of travelling according
to the legends and narratives in Khamphaeng Phet. There were two research questions
as follow : 1) How about the Khamphaeng Phet legends and narratives of tourism source
on historical and temple and 2) How about the creation and connection of travelling from
Khamphaeng Phet legends and narratives of tourism source on historical and temple.
The data derived from the intensive interviewing and interaction with people who stayed
near the attraction places. The data analyzed by quantitative. The results revealed that
there were 24 tourism sources on historical and temple in Khamphaeng Phet, but only
12 attraction places have a legends and narratives were as follow : Wat Prabarommathat
Nakhonchum temple, Wat Boo Sam San temple, Wat Sawang Arom temple, Isuan

shrine, Maung Tritrung, Bung Sap, Wang Prasad temple, Wat Sadet temple, The ancient



channel, Wat Mori temple, Wat Sriyothin temple and Wat Khuyang temple. The creation
and connection about the routes to travelling from legends and narratives of
Khamphaeng Phet on historical and temple revealed that the organization of tourism
including the office of government , public , people and scholars cooperated to built the
new route to travelling on “One day trip” . There were new seven travel routes and every
travel routes started at electric bus station of Khamphaeng Phet Provincial
Administrative Organization. The new seven travel routes were ; first travel route: pay
respect to the Pra Barammathat and the statue of Buddha Aumong Wat Sawang Arom
and play attention at the Bung Sap hot spring, second travel route: visit pay respect
Pra Isuan, the ancient channel and the statue of Buddha named Pra Non Wat Boo Sam
San, third travel route: pay respect Pra Isuan , the statue of Buddha named Pra Non
Wat Boo Sam San and for asking the blesses from the statue of Buddha named
Srisanphet Wat Sriyothin, fourth travel route: pay respect the Buddha’s footprint at Wat
Sadet , visit the scripture hall at Wat Khuuang temple , pay respect the statue of Buddha
at Wat Prasad temple, trail to the legends Taw Sanpom, fifth travel route: visit the ancient
channel and rest at Holly well Bung Sap, sixth travel route: to worship for asking the
blesses from the holy objects that they believed in Khamphaeng Phet Wat Sawang
Arom temple, Wat Pra Barommathat Nakhomchum temple, Wat Mori temple, Wat Sadet
temple, Wat Boo Sam San temple, Wat Sriyothin temple and the seventh travel route : to
worship the 9 statues of Buddha of Khamphaeng Phet were Wat Sawang Arom temple,
Wat Pra Barommathat Nakhomchum temple, Wat Mori temple, Wat Sadet temple, the
Isuan shrine, Wat Boo Sam San temple, Wat Sriyothin temple and Pra Roung Bung Sap.
The implication from this research were 1) the office concerned with the public relation
about a legends and narratives of tourism source on historical and temple should be
collect the data for the youth , because they will able to inform and explain about a

legends and narratives of tourism source on historical and temple to the tourists. 2) the



officer who concerned should be increase the public relation or service person to inform
the tourist fluency. Provide the data and information to training them. They should be
inform the legends and narratives complete and correct. Allow them and people to

participate in inform activities too.
