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ABSTRACT

Flooding number of tourists are coming into Thailand and Loas PDR. They come
to see, to learn, to understand, and to live like the locals. The attractions that brought
them there are the unseen or untouched sites. Most of these sites are in a rural area or
a small village because they wanted to touch the fresh nesses of the unique life style.
Almost entirely of the communities had not been well-prepared for tourists, and
unexpected such a collateral effects to their communities.

This study has a purpose to find out both pros and cons of the community
tourism impacts and to develop the management information system for decision
support system on the impact assessment. The analytical methods of this study will use
both qualitative and quantitative approaches to conclude within four issues; society,
economic, environment, and culture. The three selected Loas villages of each province
of the four provinces (twelve villages in total) and four Thai selected villages/provinces
had been researched and data collected. The Management Information System was
developed and used for collecting the data and analyzing the impacts thru key words.
According to the conclusion, optimum and potential solutions will be figured and
passed on to the stakeholders (villagers and government sectors). The desired end
result should be beneficial to the locals, and be able to maintain their ways of life at
the same time; “sustainable community tourism unique nesses and sufficient profit to
