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Abstract

Aims of this research explore the routes that link between Thailand and the Republic
of the Union of Myanmar along the border and plan the travel program and tourism
activities along the border. Phu Nam Ron - Htee Khee check point is the gateway to the
West of Thailand and Dawei in Myanmar. Snowball technique is applied for this research to
find the key information for interview. Data collected from tour agencies, government
agencies and tourism organizations in western Thailand, including Nakhon Pathom,
Ratchaburi, Supanburi and Kanchanaburi. Moreover, people living along the border of
Thailand and Myanmar are informants also. This study use tri-angular check to inspect
information from variety sources. Tourism attraction is estimated by the ability to access and
attraction. Then the field survey explores tourist routes programs and tourism activities along
the border. Research results are showed the tour agencies and stakeholders to get
feedback.

The uniqueness of this research is to discover new knowledge in the field of tourism.
This study discovered a new potential tourist route is Tanintharyi river and interesting
tourism activity is gold panning. However, the new tourism route has to contact head of
local communities in Myanmar. The villagers, community leaders, and representatives of
Karen soldiers in the community are interested tourism activity because of the community
was developed. It will create many jobs for community. For suggestions of the research, the
study area has more potential for tourism. Thailand and Myanmar should push the project
to develop land transportation between Kanchanaburi — Dawei, facilitation of both countries
to entering the country, and managements of transportation for tourists from Thailand,
Myanmar and other foreigners are easy, fast, and safety. This will be beneficial to both

Thailand and Myanmar.
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
