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Abstract

The research aims to study the cultural identity of 5 ethnic groups,Yong , Lue,
Akha, Thai-Isan, and Northern indigenous people, who live together at Wieng Nong Lom
wetland, and to study their identity or custom, beliefs, and social relationship among
their living. The research has decided to use the ethnic research methodology by data
gathering from the interviews and 400 questionnaires. It found that the cultural
identities of ethnic groups that they are able to take advantage of for the tourism
management are architecture, language, tradition, belief, folk play and music, including
skills, knowledge, and local wisdom identities.

In addition, the study has shown that Tai Lue is the largest of the ethnic groups
living in Wieng Nong Lom wetland with the Northern indigenous people being the
second largest. The Thai-Isan ethnic group can mostly be found in the Yo-Nok district
and Tung Fah Ham village, while the Lue ethnic group mostly lives in Ban Tab Kuman
Tong community. Meanwhile, the Ban Pa Tak, Ta Khao Pliang district is the place where
the majority of Akha live. Finally, the study leads to find the guideline to apply the
identity of these ethnic groups for tourism activity management is the identity integration
of distinguished ethnic group who has remarkable social relationship among the kindred
and habitation history at Wieng Nong Lom wetland.
