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Abstract
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This research aims to 1) survey the potentials of tourism resources, 2) determine
SWOT analysis of the integrated tourism management within four provinces in the middle
part of the Chao Phraya River 3) define a management plan for tourism sustainability
including tourist site mapping. This research consists of three projects based on components
of sustainable tourism management in terms of economic, social, and environmental bases.
In part of economy, the researchers focus on the development of food and local products
and food standard to generate community income for community. Meanwhile, the
dimension of social, we concern about cultural landscape management for local wisdom
interpretation of cultural tourism. Furthermore, the study on diversity of bird within tourism
site is a representative as an indicator of environment and sustainable development. The
research methodology is qualitative and quantitative research methods by using the
participatory process of all groups related to the tourism management both public and
private agencies. The data was collected by using a survey, in-depth interview and
interrogation, tracing to study the tourist behavior, group discussion, and public hearing

including quantitative data collection as well.
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The results found that although Angthong, Singburi, and Chainat provinces were
classified as a secondary destination of tourist’s expectation, however they had many
identities of tourism resources in aspects of historic, cultural, aesthetic, social, and
environmental values. Moreover, they had traits of local food and wisdom that also were
one of focus point of tourism marketing effectively. These could be a supported factor to a
define food tourist destination. For Local community, the results found that they concerned
about preserving local identities and sense of place of community which resulted from
conflicts between local people, lack of perception and awareness of significances of place,
and relationship between local communities and people. These also were one of important
threats of sustainable tourism management. As for the other components of management,
tourists perceived that facilities and services within tourist sites had a readiness for using but
they had not a potential for providing service enough to give tourists more satisfaction of
visiting. Nevertheless, the development of facilities and services should have improved these
problems based on environmental principle friendly. As the results, the more place
developed tourism increasingly, the more diversity of bird decreased continuously. From
these reason, it ensured that any tourism development should have undertaken based on
balancing of sustainability. In addition, tourism management and development in the current
should have integrated as a whole such as knowledge, participation, manaseral and strategy
development, and self understanding to reveal the idenity of community for creativity
tourism.
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
