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Abstract

This research was aimed to 1) study behaviors, attitude, motivation and demand for slow
tourism of senior tourists in Thai western region 2) construct and propose a model of motivation in
the slow tourism as mentioned above 3) propose a guideline for the management of slow tourism
and find out any impressive or good thing through the storytelling in this regional tourism. Based
on the methodology of action research the research process was divided to 3 stages. Both of the
Thai and foreign tourists accounted to 410 persons were included into this study by using of
stratified random sampling technique. The research instruments were questionnaire (reliability of
attitude in tourism=.828, reliability of satisfaction in tourism= .735 and reliability of motivation in
tourism= .842), questionnaire for endorsement on the model of motivation, guideline for in-depth
interview, guideline for focus group discussion, guideline for investigation in the storytelling, and
seminar. The collected data was quantitatively and qualitatively analyzed and presented in
frequency, percentage, mean, standard deviation, outcomes of t-test, F-test, LSD, Pearson’s
product-moment correlation coefficient and its content analysis respectively.

From the results they could be presented as follows:

-For the tourism behaviors, the Thai and foreign tourists accounted to 43.50% would seek
and get the information data from internet sources, and 78.00% of them would have their aims to
relax and tour for the trip. By largely they would travel with their friends (46.25%) and the time
periods spent in one trip were more than 5 days or a week (75.73%). The time of tourism in 4
provinces in Thai western region was one time (44.80%). 86.25% of them would stay with the
householders or so called to the homestay tourism and they would use its time periods more
than 3 days (67.00%), 46% of them would have the total expenditures more than 5,000 Baht. Their
attitude, satisfaction and motivation of tourism were overall evaluated at the highest level.

- The model of tourism was built up and named to “FOT°A” Model” and this was
endorsed.

- The guideline of slow tourism management was presented as 1) State Sector: the
government offices should manage the tourism with quality approaches, arrange facilities for the
senior groups, develop quality in tourist services leading to the impressive and safety tourism
2)Private Sector: the entrepreneurs should have their justice in business and not exploit their
customers, develop the tourism and arrange the tourist activities suitable with the seniors groups,
do the online-tourist marketing and develop the database of standardized tourist services
available to serve the customers 3) Community and Local sector: they should take care the tourist
sites, support the tourism continuously, improve basic infrastructures and facilities for the elders,
develop the new tourist sites 4) Education Institutions: They should have training courses of foreign
languages simplified for the small entrepreneurs, the tourist courses was frequently updated and

the new body of knowledge should be reconstructed.
