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Abstract

Implementing a digital platform, which 'slue' together the information and services in
a way that can be accessed and used easily is one of the solutions to raise the information
technology capability of the small and medium enterprises in Thai tourism industry
sustainably. This subproject builds on the digital platform that National Electronics and
Computer Technology Center developed and the available services thereon. This subproject
also analyzes the survey results from the other subproject about the digital platform
requirements of tourism entrepreneurs and the e-commerce behavior of tourists in Krabi
province. The results guide us to develop an automatic website generator, named ThaiWebly,
as a pilot system that utilizes the digital platform for Krabi tourism entrepreneurs. ThaiWebly
has drawn attention of entrepreneurs as seen from the usage statistics that about 80 websites

has been generated within the first month.
