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Abstract

There were 3 objectives of the project for analysis of sustainable tourism routes,
Thai-Lao Kong River Basin, Nakon-panom Province, and Kammuan District to Jam Bpaa Sak
District, including: 1) to study and analyze the sustainable tourism routes in the area of Thai-
Lao Kong River Basin, Nakon-panom Province, and Kammuan District to Jam Bpaa Sak District, 2)
to test and evaluate the potentiality of tourism based on sustainable tourism routes in the
area of Thai-Lao Kong River Basin, Nakon-panom Province, and Kammuan District to Jam Bpaa
Sak District, and 3) to present the sustainable tourism route in the area of Thai-Lao Kong River
Basin, Nakon-panom Province, and Kammuan District to Jampasak District which would be
congruent with tourists’ need.

The research findings found that:

For the analysis of tourism route in the area, found that there was only one tourism route
in the area being associated with national route since it could connect the tourism activities or
the tourism locations.

For the potentiality of tourism route, found that there were potential tourism routes being
associated with the tourists who wanted to have fun, adventuring, activity, and Diversionary
activity The tourists could select the tourism locations to provide attractive activities and relevant
to their behaviors from 6 routes.

For the sustainable tourism route, found that the routes were congruent with need of
tourists who preferred to have fun, adventuring, and Diversionary activity. In addition, there
were 3 routes including the communities with potentiality in tour management based on
conceptual framework of analysis in sustainable tourism (GSTC) as follows:

Route 1: Chai-buri Sub-district, Ta-uten District, Nakonpanom Province-Sampong Sub-
district, Sri-songkram District, Nakonpanom Province-Mok-kara-nakon Temple, Don-nang-hong
Sub-district, Tat-pa-nom District, Nakonpanom Province-Ban-nong-lom, Po-sai Sub-district, Dontal
District, Mookdahan Province.

Route 2: Ban-na-jog (Uncle Ho Chi Minha’s House) Nongyat Sub-district, Muang District,
Nakonpanom Province-Kammuan District (Pa-fa-rang-An Cape-Ho Chi Minha Museum)

Route 3: Ban-pa-chan, Samronge Sub-district, Po-sai District, Ubonrachatani Province- Ban-
sa-pay Muang Pakse Jam Bpaa Sak District-Vat Phou Jam Bpaa Sak District, Muang Paksong, Jam
Bpaa Sak District.



Recommendations:  for sustainable tourism management, the public sector, private
sector, and community should increasingly provide tourism activity development in tourism
locations along Kong River Basin by focusing on the approach of tourism development by
community. Furthermore, the collaboration from related work units including the public sector,
private sector, and citizen regarding to the different aspects like the information aspect as well
as action aspect, should be created in order to be sustainable and everlasting tourism in the

tourism routes, and the most benefit for related persons further.
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
