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ABSTRACT

There were 3 objectives of research tilted “The Integration of Sustainable Tourism
Development Plan in the area of Tha-Lao Kong River Basin, Nakonpanom Province to
Ubonrachatani Province, and Kammuan Province to Jam Bpaa Sak Province,”
including: 1) to analyze the plan for developing and promoting the sustainable
tourism routes in order to be relevant to public policy, and the guidelines for running
business of Thai-Lao entrepreneurs, 2) to analyze the limitations and guidelines for
establishing then tourism plan along Kong River Basin in order to promote the
sustainable tourism routes with new tourist group from inside the country and foreign
countries, and 3) to recommend the proposed policy in development plan of tourism
industry in order to be sustainable in the tourism area of Kong River Basin.

Documentary Analysis was administered in this study regarding to the data,
fact, academic document, research study, doctoral thesis, and document related to
bureaucratic management, strategic management, participatory process, approach of
tourism administration and management, sustainable tourism, tourism in cultural
location, and tourism in natural and community economic location in order to be
analyzed. Then, the Open-Ended Questionnaires were administered by setting the
problem issues in administration and management of local research studies from the
recognized tourism locations by entrepreneurs as well as tourists in order to ask
major information of stories and value of tourism locations, and analyze the
significance for determining the tourism routes based on conceptual framework. For
the Open-Ended In-Depth Interview, the researchers studied from key informants
including those who played their role in establishing the policy for promoting the
government tourism including the representatives of work units from both of public
and private sectors, Focus Group Discussion, and the researchers offered seminar
stage for stakeholders including the high executives from both of public and private
sectors in tourism as well as citizen representatives.

The research findings found that all of 4 provinces obtained one’s own
strategic plan of tourism development. Consequently, every one work according to
one’ duty without collaboratively integrated plan. In addition, the tourism
development plans of 4 provinces were lacked of dimension of tourism development
by community. As a result, the studied area did not provide tourism activities in
tourism locations as much as it should be. So, the sustainable tourism development
was not occurred. The recommendations of this study: it was necessary to associate

the tourism strategies by using the vision of “Connection of Tourism by



Communities along Kong River Basin: Development of Tourism to be Universal,”
consisted of strategies including:

Strategy 1: the development of infrastructure, facilities, and tourism
locations,

Strategy 2: the development of tourism image and tourism activity model by
communities through mechanism of participatory administration and management for
the balance and sustainability.

Strategy 3: the development of staffs’ potentiality, quality of goods and
standard of tourism service.
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
