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Abstract

The Laos PDR-Indochina-Myanmar Route (LIMR) is a new strategic road being developed to
stimulate cooperation between three countries in the economic, social and cultural
development. A connection point is a border trade, investment including the sharing of cultural
well-being and resources. In addition, also promotes and connects economic growth to
economic development of each area. The purpose of this research aims to study tourism
resources, infrastructure, routes, rules and regulations in Lower Northern Provincial Cluster 1 of
Thailand (Phitsanulok, Uttaradit, Tak, Sukhothai and Phetchabun), Luang Prabang Province in
northern Laos PDR, Kayin and Mon State in Myanmar. The development of tourism route the
accessibility of tourist attractions, internet database systems, the establishment of landmarks
that are linked to local communities and security systems, the tourism activity network, the
printed media, advertisements and communication, as well as the assessment of tourists’
satisfaction towards the project through questionnaire and to evaluate the results after the
implementations of the project or sub-activities. For the LIMR route were found that the
potential of infrastructure, facilities and tourism services are likely to have adequate capacity to
accommodate both quantitative and qualitative tourism. In short, the destinations to which it is
easy to travel may not be good but the environmental impact of transport is suitable for travel
especially ecotourism. In conclusion, concerning the strategy and policy suggestions for the
development of the tourism route, the major concern is to provide and manage infrastructures
such as roads, water supply, electricity, garbage management, parking area, telecommunication
system, accommodations, restaurants and souvenir shops in order to support the tourists.
Moreover, there must be the control over the number of tourists in the area, as well as other
issues and effects from the development of the tourism in the area. There must also be

meetings held for publicizing the findings from the research.
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
