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Abstract

Khong Special Economic Zone, Chiang Rai Province

The objectives of this research were: 1) to survey tourism resources in
Chiang Khong Special Economic Zone; 2) to develop the model and tourism routes
in Chiang Khong Special Economic Zone. The study employed Participatory Action
Research (PAR) and quantitative method. The samples were recruited by purposive
sampling. The data collection involved an interview, questioning, experiment, and
the data were analyzed by content analysis.

The results for Research Objective 1 indicated that tourism resources in Chiang
Khong mainly hold clear features are characterizing its local context that stimulates
attractiveness of the tourism spots (Attraction) offer beautiful view and scenery,
cultural virtue, and breathtaking atmosphere. Convenient facilities allowing easy
access to the tourist spots (Accessibility) means the road networks favoring ease in
traveling to the tourism sites safely and conveniently. Variety of tourism activities
(Activity) offer recreational activities beyond just wandering around on archeological
sites or nature trails. The recreational activities that could impress and enjoy the
tourists were trekking, collecting fresh water weed (jok kai), weaving textile, and
Culakathina ceremony. Variety accommodation choices for tourists (Accommodation)
cover hotel, resort, guesthouse, homestay, a hostel which offer facilities and
amenities at different levels of convenience. Other services for tourists (Ancillary)
refer to services such as restaurant, hospital, post office, gas station, shops, souvenir
shop, toilet. However, there was no tourist information center, and the mobile
phone signal coverage was still incomplete.

The results for Research Objective 2 indicated that the model and tourism routes
for Chiang Khong Special Economic Zone that supported the tourism identity of the
city were the 3 models 4 key tourism routes and the practical travel program was 2

days 1 night which involved 1) Cultural tourism model comprised 2 travel routes 1.1)

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Cultural travel route: Chiang Khong and the Cultural Diversity and 1.2) Buddhism
travel route: The Religious Stream along Mekong River; 2) Historical tourism model
comprised the Historical travel route: From Primitive to Novel Identity; and 3)
Ecotourism model comprised Eco-landscape Route: Chiang Khong Ecotourism Route.
And, evaluation of the travel routes by experts asserted that “Chiang Khong” : The City
of Happiness among the Cultures Diversity of Ethnic Groups along the Mekong River was the
potential route and could become tourism hot spot. Therefore, tourism promotion
campaign communicating the local context identity could use this travel route in

running the public relations campaign to advertise the tourism of Chiang Khong.
