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ABSTRACT

Research project on Community-Based Tourism management in Baan Natoe
Mae Fah Luang District, Chiang Rai province. The purpose is: 1) to collect local
resources for community-based tourism management in Baan Natoe Learning Center,
2) to study the identity of community tourism in Baan Natoe Learning Center, 3) to
study the potential of the management of tourist information by the community in
Baan Natoe Learning Center and 4) development of Community-Based Tourism
management in Baan Natoe

The population used in the study is: 1) elderly/community Leader/Youth 2)
housekeeper/community member 3) local administrators/Officials. The research tools
include: 1) Brain Storming is used by community representatives to comment on and
suggest resources available in their communities, 2) A survey form is used to survey
basic community resources such as natural resources that are relevant to the way of
living in the community 3) Interview is used to collect information about village
history, tradition and culture 4) Focus Group Discussion is used for collaborative
thinking by community for decision making or planning, 5) A public hearing is used for
discussions and conclusions to resolve community tourism issues that all members
of the community agree on, 6) Pilot Tour that used for the assessment of tourist

attraction from tourists/experts.



The results showed that community has the potential for Community-Based
Tourism management. This can be discussed the results of the research as follows;

1. Basic information of the community. Every community has a farmer
experience, 1) Notoe has 892 people, ethnic of Thaiyai, Akha, Chinese Yunnan, Lahu
and Lisu respect Forefather, Buddhism and Christianity 2) Ban Pong Hai has 1,260
ethnic Akha people religion of Christianity 3) Huay Kra has 827 people, ethnic of Akha
and Lahu consists of four religions: Christianity, Buddhism, Forefather and Chinese
Yunnan.

2. The identity of the community tourism is that: 1) Baan Natoe is a simple
Buddhist way of life, faith in Buddhism. Most of the points of interest are related to
learning about way of; 1) Buddhist way and 2) local trajectories, such as finding food
along the river. Souvenir products are small cloth bag decorated with Thai Lue cloth.
2) Baan Pong Ha Ethnic of Akha. In addition of conservation forest there are still
traces of Akha culture left. Points of interest for tourism include: 1) community forest
route 2) traditional weaving techniques such as spinning — weaving. souvenir products
are spruce bracelets. 3) Baan Huay Krachatpan Akha. Most still respect the traditional
ancestors. The cultural traditions are interesting. 1) Akha beliefs, such as the door of
the village - shrine - swing lantern, ferris wheel, sacred ponds, 2) traditional games
are playing Saba. Souvenir products are keychain with embroidered fabric of Akha
and inside is stuffed with dried tea leaves, 4) Baan Natoe Learning Center, The
selected relevant learning based from existing agricultural learning bases. The focus is
on demonstrating sustainable farming practices. The souvenir product is egg yolk
covered with cotton knit. Dye the eggs from the roots of the natural plants. It is
believed that giving yolk means giving good luck.

3. The potential for Community-Based Tourism management is as follows: 1)
Baan Notoe has an interesting community resources 2) Baan Pong Hai has the
resources to revitalize tourism such as spin cotton thread and traditional weaving.
Another interesting resource is the conservation forest, which has an area of 2,000 rai
which is a source of food for the people in the community 3) Baan Huay Kra has a
very interesting cultural resources because there are spiritual leaders. It also has a

tradition inherited, important rituals such as Akha New Year's tradition. There are 12



new year activities in the year that can anchor the people in the community to be
harmonious, 4) Baan Natoe Learning Center. There is a resource of sustainable
farming based on the principle of production of plants and animals, and also
conserving the environment.

4. Guidelines for the development of tourism management capabilities by
the community found that foreign tourists, Tourism and Media Organizations and tour
companies show attitude towards all tourist attractions at "eood" level of tourist
activity. The suggestions for the community should develop the following: 1) more
resources should be introduced, 2) should develop products that can be sold to
tourists. Encourage activities that help create an experience for tourists. Consider
interest and accessibility. Provide space to be able to visit thoroughly and also

should consider the sufficiency of the service.
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
