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ABSTRACT

The objectives of this research were to study. 1) Potential tourism resources
for cycling tourists, in Thailand linking neighboring countries. 2) Tourists' behavior,
expectations and the satisfaction of both Thai and foreigners cycling tourists 3) The
market trend of cycling tourist in Thailand and neighboring countries. 4) Proper
tourism cycling routes as a links between Thailand and neighboring countries and
5) Guidelines for potential development and policy management of cycling sport
tourism in Thailand linking neighboring countries in support of both Thai and foreign
tourists. This research work consist both quantitative and qualitative methods,
including the experimental process of touring on the cycling routes. The instruments
used consist of questionnaires and semi-structured interviews. Data analysis were
carried out through descriptive statistics and Content Analysis.

The research found that the most suitable linking route border between
Thailand and three neighboring countries, which include; Cambodia, Lao PDR and
Myanmar for cycling tourist is to travel by road through border crossings, either on a
permanent border or a relaxed frontier, boarder through the International Airport.
Based on difference in law implementation and regulation of the aforementioned
countries, the tourist are confused. Therefore, the services of the tour companies
should be utilized, because each of the coordinating members of the Customs
and Immigration Service are familiar with the staff of the two countries. Therefore,
they can provide information and facilitate the tourists. The study of tourists'
behaviour, expectations and the satisfaction of both Thai and foreigners cycling
tourists shows that foreign tourists had less expectation than Thai tourists, but were
more satisfied. The market trend of cycling tourist in Thailand and neighboring
countries shows that, the allocation of cycling routes for tourism in the name of tour
companies have been linked together all time. However, Thailand, Lao PDR.
Cambodia and Myanmar have the potential in welcoming all range of tourists.

Especially sports tourism and the image of art, culture tradition and lifestyle tourism.



The survey result of proper tourism cycling routes as a links between
Thailand and neighboring countries shows that there are two routes the travel
patterns includes: (1 Dan Singh, Tambon Khlong Wah, Amphoe Mueang, Prachuap
Khiri Khan Province, Thailand. Mardin City, Tanaosri, Myanmar. The route is 180 km,
passing through 32 tourist attraction sites, divided into six art, culture and tradition
attractions sites, 10 cultural and religious sites, 16 landmarks, rest spot, port and
restaurants. The second route starts from Kan Pakpak. Chanthaburi, Thailand - Pailin
city, Siem Reap - Kampong Cham - Stung treng city, Kingdom of Cambodia.
Donkhong city, Champassak, Lao People's Democratic Republic. Chong Mek District,
Ubon Ratchathani Province, Thailand. This route has a total of 596 km passing
through 43-tourist attraction sites divided into two natural waterfalls, 31 art, culture,
castles, tradition attractions, and religious sites, 10 landmarks, rest spot, port and
restaurants. The attraction sites route has a total of 150 km passing through 14
important places and attraction sites, which can be divided into 2 natural waterfalls,
6 art, culture, castles, tradition attractions, and religious sites and 6 landmarks, rest
spot, port and restaurants. Recommendation and guidelines for potential
development and policy management of cycling sport tourism in Thailand linking
neighboring countries in support of both Thai and foreign tourists found out that
sport tourism, which has been considered an opportunity for Thailand is a
global trend, but Thailand's weakness is the gap between the marketing of local
sporting events to foreign tourists market. Apart from that, there are still many issues.
Such as attaching more attention to the expectation of the people in the country,
resulting to the inability of given leaving a gap for foreign tourists. However, the
stadiums of field used are local ones. There are not many international venues. This
may affect the establishment system of accommodating foreign tourists. Moreover,
most importantly, there should be an establishment of secure image of Thailand to
tourist, in order for them to be confident on travelling to join every event. Therefore,
the factors that affect Guidelines for potential development and policy management
of cycling sport tourism in Thailand linking neighboring countries in support of both
Thai and foreign tourists has 15 “S”.as follows: Safety Standard Scale Style
(Nostalgia and Extreme) Social Media (Smart Phone) Sharing System (Road / Logistic /
Rest Park) Season Supply Chain Sport Tourism Platform Seamless Experience
Subagent Service (Human) Satisfaction Save Energy and Sustainable Development
Goals-SDGs.
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
