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Abstract

This project aims to explore approaches to prevention and legal measure on
tourism security in Pattaya. Additionally, this project focuses on finding ways to increase
the effectiveness of law enforcement for tourism safety in Pattaya, and to find ways to
improve the law of tourism in Pattaya. For this research, data have been collected from
three groups of stakeholders in Pattaya, namely (1) law enforcement authority, (2) local
governing agencies, and (3) private tourism business sector.

The findings show that:

1) With regard to laws and regulations governing the safety of tourists in Pattaya,
there are presently several provisions of law that regulate the safety of tourists, ie.,
the international law under which Thailand has obligations, and the local ordinances/
law enacted under the current constitution which focuses on the decentralization of
public services, giving authority to local government or municipality, e.g., the City of
Pattaya. Even though the decentralization has yet been successful, and Pattaya City still
does not have the power to enforce the local law in its own city, the local authority,
business and people in Pattaya have continued to play an active role in hosting the safety
management of tourists by setting working team to coordinate with the central
government and help solve problems. Moreover, Thailand does not have comprehensive
lists of tourist safety regulations, like those under international laws, which regulate
sports or water activities. There are, also, no strict traffic-related regulations, like those in
most developed countries.

2) The problems related to the safety of Pattaya tourists are varied. The insecurity
and safety problems in Pattaya are caused from four areas:

2.1) tourists

2.2) travelling modes: land and water
2.3) hotel and accommodation

2.4) tourism activities

3) The study of the effectiveness of the enforcement of the Pattaya Tourism
Safety Act has led to the problem of law enforcement in Pattaya and the related central
government agencies.

In summary, there are two approaches to increase the efficiency of the law



enforcement on tourism in Pattaya, by establishing: (1) various working and coordinating
teams from related stakeholders, and (2) Pattaya Model Project.
4) To improve the law enforcement on tourism in Pattaya, there are four issues
and guidelines which need to be addressed.
4.1) Authority of the law enforcement agency
4.2) Need for law enforcement on every activities which may cause
insecurity in tourism
4.3) Loophole or gap in law enforcement
4.4) Inefficient law enforcement
4.5) Effective implementation of law enforcement
From the results of the study, the researcher has presented the suggestions,
in both legal approaches and project implementation. The researcher has also provided

guidelines in solving problems of safety and security for tourism in Pattaya.
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
