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Abstract

Monitoring and Evaluating Tourism and Hospitality Industry Research Project in 2017

The follow-up and evaluation of the Research on Tourism Industry and Services,
2017, has two objectives: (1) to follow up the research project on the tourism industry and
services in 2017, funded by National Research Council of Thailand and Thailand Science
Research and Innovation ; and (2) To evaluate the implementation of the research project
on tourism industry and service in 2017, funded by the National Research Council of
Thailand, together with Thailand Science Research and Innovation . The plan and sub-
project leader provide research information. Qualified 2-month and 12-month evaluation.

Research tools include follow-up surveys and evaluation forms. Analysis of

Science Research and Innovation donate 38 research projects, totaling 105,169,000 baht.

Environment (2) the research output consists of five aspects: human capital and
entrepreneurship. Linking tourism with neighboring countries enhancing the competitiveness
of the Thai tourism industry. Strengthening the Community and using technology and media
to support tourism. (3) Outstanding Research Outcomes 2 Outstanding Research Outcomes
and Outcomes 5 Outlines (4) In 2017 Outstanding Researchers Outstanding 2 Outstanding 1
Research Teams. (6) The results of the research lead to the application of public policy,
public policy, community and the area as well as academics. In addition, the study found
that in 2016 researchers supported research scholarships is Doctoral degree 51.25.
Researchers only 20.06% have a degree in tourism. Researchers in 33.98 percent have more
than 5 years of research experience in tourism.

By sampling Data collection and
analysis based on research methodology. 77.42% of research projects are planned. And
every research project conducted by the relevant sectors to cooperate.lt is recommended
