Abstract

Project Duration: 1 year (from 1 December 2017 to 31 November 2018)

The research titled “sustainable tourism management by participatory processes in Songkhla
Lagoon” has 3 objectives; including 1) to study sustainable tourism management in Songkhla
Lagoon area, 2) to study sustainable tourism management model in Songkhla Lagoon area, and
3) to develop a sustainable tourism management model in Songkhla Lagoon. This research project
used qualitative research methodology including survey, in- depth interview, small group
discussion, brainstorming, and meeting. The result from the total of 28 communities revealed that
3 communities in Songkhla Lagoon have outstanding sustainable community management, 6
communities have moderate sustainable tourism management, and most of them, the other 18
communities have less sustainable tourism management. The 3 outstanding communities were
selected to be the sustainable tourism management model in the Songkhla Lagoon because of
their outstanding in sustainable tourism management in 4 factors: 1) sustainable tourism
management, 2) increasing in economic benefits to the communities and reducing in negative
impacts, 3) increasing in benefits to the communities, tourists, culture, and negative impact
reduction, and 4) increasing in environmental benefits and negative impacts reduction. The model
of sustainable tourism management in Songkhla Lagoon, the area of Ko Mak sub-district was
selected to the development process with the assessment of pre- development and post-
development management. The research found that, there was not much progress before the
development process of sustainable tourism management. However, after the development, the
tourism leads to sustainability in tourism destinations resulting in generating income to the
community and creating value for tourists by applying natural and cultural resources to the
tourism activities carried out by the community. Furthermore, the community has a concept of
caring for the environment caused by tourism to minimize the impact on community and society.
Moreover, each community has a mechanism and a network to manage the overall in sub-district
level with government agencies, academic people, entrepreneurs and communities. They work
together aiming for sustainability. Koh Mak area is ready to be a model of sustainable tourism
management with the participatory processes in Songkhla Lagoon in order to expand the results
to other communities around the Songkhla Lagoon and other areas of Thailand.
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
