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Abstract

The objective of this projectis to evaluate the tourism leakage at the
macroeconomic level, present the impact of tourism leakage on the macroeconomic,
and make policy recommendations to reduce tourism leakage at the macroeconomic
level by using the 180-sector input-output table and the 89-sector tourism input-output
table in 2010. The results show that tourism multiplier has a high value. There are
backward linkages more than forward linkages. The tourism leakages are low, 9.52
percent from 180-sector input-output table and 8.01 percent from the 89-sector tourism
input-output. Retail trade of country-specific tourism characteristic goods sector, hotel
and resort sector, guesthouse sector, homestay/community-based tourism/rural tourism
sector and food and beverage serving activities sector with the percentage of leakage
revenue equal to 4.46, 859, 9.37, 851 and 8.75 respectively. The policy
recommendations are an adequate budget allocation to promote tourism, the promotion
of using the local intermediate goods on accommodation services and food and
beverage service business operators, the encouragement of community-based tourism
and rural tourism emphasized on Thai culture, development of local and community
products, and improvement of the 89-sector input-output table to provide the import

structure in each sector.
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
