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Abstract

Living Museum is a project to establish Maehongson province as a museum composed of buildings that have a
high value in term of architecture, artistic work, painting, historical places and objects. This included culture, tradition and
way of life as parts to fulfill the liveliness of the living museum. Living Museum is a kind of city management to promote
conservation of culture and old way of life together with the city management under the framework “conservative
city.”Living museum also acts as a tool to equally conserve and develop the city and its people, to reinforce the local
economy by encouraging the people to respect and realize the core value and identity of the city’s culture based on the
understanding of why we have to conserve and promulgate.
